As a re sult of the NSC meeting of July 9 on Latin American policy, 
the President has directed that the following reports be prepared by 
the indicated agencies and processed through the IGI ARA and Review 
Group: 

CIA The Church in Latin America 

This should include a country by c ou n t r y analysis 
of the church	 establishment, its role in society, 
the trends w i t hin it and the leading personalities. 
It should also include an analysis of the role and 
signifi cance of foreign cler gy and non-Catholic 
groups and missionaries. 

J CS The Military Establi shments In Latin America 

This should co v e r a c ou n t r y by c ou n t r y analysis 
of the military e s tabli s hrnen t s , their make-up, 
tradi tio n , role in so c i e t y and political development, 
different trends w i thi n them, and identification of 
key leaders. 

The Church report should be submitted to the Review Group by O cto­
ber 10, and the Military report by O ctober 30. 

In addition, the President directed that the State Department undertake 
through our Embassies, and utilizing youth committees and other 
sources, an effort to identify future leaders in each c ountry and to 
maximize contacts with them. The IGI ARA is asked t o provide the 
Under S e c r e t a r i e s ! C ommittee by October 1 w i th a report o f wha t has 
and is being done in this regard f or submission to the President.
