2. What is the natur e a nd degre e of t hre at t o U. S. interests of
the s e a lte rnat ives, both in inunediat e t erms and in te rms of
impa c t o n o u r long-range goals a nd pos ition?

3. What option s a r e ope n to the U. S. to mee t the se p rob lems?

The paper s hou ld be p r e p a r e d by an ad h oc group c om p ris i ng representa ­
tive s of the addresses and the NSC staff and shou ld b e c h aired by the
re pre s entative of the Department of St ate. B e cau s e of the s en s i t i v ity of
the s u bj ect , k no wl e d ge of the paper and partic ipat ion i n its p repa rat io n
s ho u ld b e k ept o n a strict need-to - know b a s is. Additional par t ic i patio n
as m ay be r equir ed sh o u ld be s pecific a lly approved by the c h a i rma n of
the a d h o c g roup under the se guideline s .
